Environmental Management Systems Procedures:  The Environmental Management System procedures provide the structure for the processes and assign specific authorities and responsibilities for implementing the main activities comprising the Environmental Management System and show compliance with the ISO 4001 standard.

Standard Operating Procedures:  These documents guide area personnel in performing specific tasks related to operations and also are associated with the use of forms. Specifications are determined as required by the particular industry the company is involved in, as well as the specific needs of the company.


Environmental Records:  Environmental records serve as documented results and evidence of Environmental Management System compliance.
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
